 Reflection of the Week 
 

Our First Reading from the Old Testament Book of Exodus presents the Ten Commandments, as 
God gave them to Moses. The Commandments also appear in the Book of Deuteronomy (Chapter 
5; verses 6-21). The Commandments are reaffirmed in the New Testament by Jesus Himself and 
especially in the Gospel of John. 
 
The Ten Commandments are also called the “Decalogue,” which means literally “ten words.” 

According to the Catechism of the Catholic Church (#2056) “God revealed these ‘ten words’ to His people on the 
holy mountain. They were written ‘with the finger of God.’ They are pre-eminently the words of God” 
 
At another point the Catechism fortifies the Commandments by saying, “…from generation to generation…the 
‘deposit’ of moral teaching has been handed on. Along with the Creed and the Our Father, the basis for catechesis 
has traditionally been the Decalogue, which sets out the principles of moral life valid for all people.” (#2033) 
 
The Commandments are considered essential for spiritual good health and growth. They serve as the basis for 
Catholic social justice. A review of the Ten Commandments is a common type of examination of conscience before 
receiving the sacrament of Penance. 
 
As Lent draws to a close, it is important for each of us to go to confession and receive the sacrament of Penance. As 
part of that we may wish to look at our lives and how we live them through the holy words of the Ten 
Commandments.

Lenten Regulations 
 

It is this time of year when most 
of us are a bit confused about 

what the proper observances are 
for the season 

Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of fast.  
Fasting is generally understood to be 1 meal without 

snacking during the day.  Many people mitigate the ob-
servances with 2 small meals that do not equal the sum 
of the 3rd.  All Catholics without medical problems are 
obliged to the law of fast, beginning at age 18 and con-

tinuing through age 59. 
Ash Wednesday, All Fridays of Lent and Good Fri-

day, are days of abstinence.  This law applies to all 
Catholics 14 years of age and older.  No meat or visible 
meat products in other foods may be consumed, includ-
ing wild game, fowl, lamb, pork or beef.  Soy, milk prod-

ucts, eggs, cheese, fish and shellfish are permitted.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 

 If your parish is reading from Year B of the 
Lectionary today, and not Year A, as is normally done 
when there are elect present for the scrutinies and 
preparing for Easter baptism, you hear about Jesus driving 
the money-changers from the temple. If you wished to get 
as close as possible to this site today, you would in fact be 
at a Muslim shrine, the Dome of the Rock, built on the 
ruins of Herod’s temple.  Archeologists believe that this 
striking, gold-domed crown of a shrine is set precisely 
where the Holy of Holies once was. Jews believe that the 
rock is the exact spot where Abraham was prepared to 
sacrifice Isaac. It is not a mosque, as some think, but a 
shrine, the oldest one in the Muslim world. For them, the 
rock is the place from which the Prophet Mohammed 
ascended on a visit to heaven. The Crusaders mistook the 
shrine for the actual Temple of Solomon, and the 
infamous Knights Templar used it as their headquarters 
and model for their churches elsewhere. The geometric 
perfection of the shrine is a mathematician’s dream. The 
inscriptions are not exactly hospitable though, since they 
encourage Christians to “depart from error” and declare 
that “Jesus son of Mary was only a messenger of God.” In 
ancient times, those who prayed here after walking 
around the rock were given a certificate entitling the 
bearer to admission to paradise. The ticket had to be 
buried with them.

Sinceramente la oración 
es otra cosa, es más fácil que aprender oraciones de 
memoria y mucho más simple que éxtasis y visiones. Orar 
es hablar como hijo o hija al Dios que nos ama como 
madre, padre, hermano, hermana, amante y amigo. Orar es 
contarle al Señor como nos van las cosas, nuestros 
temores, nuestros problemas, nuestros gozos y nuestros 
anhelos. Orar es pasar tiempo con Dios, a veces 
platicando, y a veces calladitos, pero siempre amados.
