 Reflection of the Week 
 

Today’s Gospel passage reminds us that life is precious and the gift of time on 
this earth is just that — a gift. None of us knows how much time will be granted to 
us, so it is urgent that we use this gift intentionally to glorify God and serve our 
neighbor.  
 
Jesus offers the parable of the fig tree to further illustrate this truth. The owner of the orchard came searching 
for fruit on a fig tree he had had planted in his orchard. Finding no fruit on the tree after three years, he told the 
gardener to cut it down. But the gardener intercedes and asks for one more year to cultivate and fertilize the 
tree in hopes it would bear fruit in the future. The fig tree was not dying; it simply wasn’t doing much of 
anything at all. Can this be said of us and our lives as well? 
 
The season of Lent is a time to reflect carefully on the way we spend our time. Do we give first priority to God, 
tending to our spiritual growth and sacramental life with diligence? Do we give next priority to our loved ones, 
focusing intentionally on them each day without distractions from phones, screens or thoughts of work? If not, 
now is the moment to repent of our waste of time or of misplaced priorities on our use of time. God is merciful 
but just. Let’s turn to Him and ask Him to make our lives fruitful while we still have time to do so.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 

 Hollywood has given us an image of Moses 
slipping off his shoes before a burning bush. God has 
just called Moses by name, and so that Moses doesn’t 
miss the meaning of this breakthrough in human 
history, God requires that all barriers to the experience 
be eliminated. If you’ve ever tried to maneuver 
barefoot across hot sand, or pick your way along a 
rocky beach, you know how sensitive feet can be. 
 Within the Church, there are religious orders with a 
custom of going barefoot, not merely to show poverty, 
but to be an outward sign of a desire for connection 
with creation, a desire to go through life alert to what 
God is doing. In early days, when reconciliation was a 
once‑in‑a‑lifetime possibility, penitents often went 
barefoot for a long period of time as a sign of their 
conversion. Even today, people follow an ancient 
practice of slipping off their shoes to walk in the 
procession to the cross on Good Friday. It is striking 
that the first use of our newly‑scrubbed feet from Holy 
Thursday night is to walk resolutely in the footsteps of 
Christ to the cross.

Lenten Regulations 

It is this time of year when most of us 
are a bit confused about what the proper 

observances are for the season 
Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are 

days of fast.  Fasting is generally understood to be 1 
meal without snacking during the day.  Many people 

mitigate the observances with 2 small meals that do not 
equal the sum of the 3rd.  All Catholics without medical 
problems are obliged to the law of fast, beginning at age 

18 and continuing through age 59. 
Ash Wednesday, All Fridays of Lent and Good Fri-

day, are days of abstinence.  This law applies to all 
Catholics 14 years of age and older.  No meat or visible 
meat products in other foods may be consumed, includ-
ing wild game, fowl, lamb, pork or beef.  Soy, milk prod-

ucts, eggs, cheese, fish and shellfish are permitted.
