Reflection of the Week

STewaRDSHIPY \y¢ have stated previously that St. Paul had a way with words. He was able to take a very
PR ECRY complex concept and summarize it in a few words and phrases. In today’s Second Reading
from Second Corinthians, Paul says simply, “...we walk by faith, not by sight.” (2
Corinthians 5: 7) That statement by Paul has inspired hymns and treatises.

Yet, it is in reality what we are all about as Catholics and Christians. There is no question that it is one of
the most difficult notions for us as Catholics and Christians to grasp and accept. The word translated as
‘walk” can also be translated as “live.” Thus, we could say “We live by faith, and not by sight.”

This was a popular and consistent theme for St. Paul, his point being that we need to build our lives
around the eternal prospects, not those of this world. In this society “things” seem so important to us.
However, the truth is that they have no eternal significance. That is an ongoing message in the concept of
stewardship — basically who we are and how we live is more important than what we own and what we
may appear to be. That can be tough for us.

The late Billy Graham, who died earlier this year, was fond of saying, “My home is in Heaven. | am just
traveling through this world.” St. Paul would agree with that attitude.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The reign of God comes about because people
commit to reversing their lives completely, to
embracing new vision, new values. Many popular
television shows exploit an unattractive side of human
nature by pitting contestants against one another, even
to the point of performing dangerous stunts or devious
schemes, to gain money or favor.

At the liturgy, we counter that impulse by
committing ourselves to live generously. In response to
Christ’s total gift, we offer bread and wine as the
emblems of our lives, our hopes, our joys and sorrows.
The bread and wine carried to the altar contain our lives,
and by offering our lives to God, we prepare to receive
the gift of God’s own life. We are to become what we
receive: the body of Christ.

On Sundays, this self-giving is often accompanied
by a collection and procession of gifts for the poor and
money for the upkeep of the parish. There are certainly
other methods of collecting money, some perhaps more
efficient. Yet the acts of giving from our abundance
and attending to the needs of the poor open us up to

participation in the changes the Reign of God requires.

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE

Muchas parejas se casan durante este mes. Las
bodas son ritos religiosos y culturales que celebran el
inicio de un matrimonio. En 1215 el matrimonio se
convirtié en sacramento cristiano. Este sacramento tiene
un rito simple por el cual la pareja se casa proclamando
en publico su mutuo consentimiento. En Latinoamérica
varios ritos culturales han sido incorporados al rito
cristiano para embellecerlo con simbolismo y folclor.

Uno de estos ritos es el de las arras y es
mencionado por Jesus en la parabola de la mujer que
encuentra su moneda perdida. Segun tradiciones judias
y arabes la familia del novio entregaba una cantidad de
dinero al padre de la novia. Algunas de estas monedas
eran dadas a la novia como recuerdo del dia de su boda.
Esta costumbre llega a Espafia durante la invasion de
los Moros. Pero luego los espaiioles la trajeron a
América.

Arras significan “garantia” y son las primicias del
sostenimiento econdmico que el novio dara a la nueva
familia que se establece en el matrimonio de la pareja.
Normalmente son 13 monedas representando a Jests y

a los doce apostoles.
