eiieiieie Reflection of the Week
M N Sometimes the Sunday readings bring peace and consolation. Other times they come as a swift
kick in the pants. Today’s readings definitely fall in the latter category.

P IR [N the Gospel from St. Mark, Jesus begins to instruct the Apostles in what was ahead for Him — and
1 for them. “Whoever wishes to come after me must deny himself, take up his cross, and follow me.
For whoever wishes to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for my sake and that of the
gospel will save it.” In Peter’s worldly way of thinking, Jesus should not have to suffer — and for that matter, neither
should Peter.

But, rebuking Peter strongly, Jesus indicates He meant exactly what He said earlier. What's more, He was inviting
Peter, and all of us, to join him in this way of life that is costly and self-sacrificing.

Why? Isn’t Jesus all about love? Of course He is. He is love. And Jesus shows us

by His example that real love requires toughness as much as tenderness.

Our second reading teaches that real faith in Him is displayed through service or “works.” In fact, this passage goes
so far as to state that “faith of itself, if it does not have works, is dead.”

These readings make it clear that faith and love are not alive in us until they are demonstrated through service to
others for the sake of the Gospel. Service of any kind will involve some self-denial. But when | embrace this way of
life, | have the joy of knowing my faith and love are real. By laying down my life for Him, | gain a life that is really
worth living.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

In this country, we don’t name our churches “The
Fourth Avenue Catholic Church,” but rather seek a patron
saint or mystery of faith. We inherit this tradition from an
old Roman custom via medieval England. Interestingly, that
has not been the practice elsewhere, and parishes abroad
often do carry just the name of the neighborhood. In Ireland,
the Roman (English) practices didn’t take hold, and so
churches are known simply by the street they are on, or by a
nickname. Saint Francis of Assisi in Dublin is often called
“Adam and Eve” after a pub in the same street. The pub sign
is an interesting carving of our first parents, so they become
patrons by default.

Increasingly in the United States, we are seeing a
familiar European pattern emerge when a few churches, each
bearing the name of a patron saint or mystery, are gathered
into one parish that bears a different name. Thus, we might
hear of a parish of “Midvalley City” comprised of Saint
Mary, Saint Francis, and Saint Ursula churches. Once a
church has been consecrated, its name may not normally be
changed. Therefore, when parishes are merged, a new name
is given to the parish, which may or may not be that of a
heavenly patron, but the church buildings retain their names.
In the process, we have lost sight of some worthy patrons of
old, but have also seen new parishes open dedicated to
twentieth-century saints like Edith Stein, Katharine Drexel,

and Mother Teresa.
